Take I-80/90 to exit 31 (Chesterton/Valparaiso),  

State Route 49 or take I-94 to exit 26  
(Chesterton/Valparaiso), State Route 49.

Exit west and go about 1/2 mile to  

Linwood Avenue.  Turn right on Linwood  
Avenue and proceed to Union Street.

From the south (Indianapolis):  Take I-65

Coach Dorow is entering her 1st season as head women’s 
basketball coach for the Lady Crusaders.  She was for-
merly the head women’s basketball coach at Ferris State 
Univeristy for 14 seasons.   Her many accomplishments 
include nine consecutive GLIAC Tournament bids and 
three NCAADivision II National Tournament appearanc-
es at Ferris State.  She currently stands as Ferris State 
University’s women’s basketball coach with the all-time 
most wins. Under Dorow’s leadership at Ferris State the 
Lady Bulldogs ranked among the nation’s top Division II 
academic programs, including the highest GPA in 1999-

Steve Helm joined the Valparaiso University women’s 
basketball coaching staff in August 2010 as an assistant 
coach and will be on the sidelines with the Crusaders for 
his 3rd season in 2012-2013.  Helm took over the Crusad-
ers’ recruiting coordinator position prior to his second 
year with the program.  Helm also assists with scouting 
and helps to coach the post players.  Helm arrived at 
Valpo after coaching at Ancilla College in Plymouth, 
Ind., for six years, the last five as the school’s men’s head 
coach.  During his stay with the Chargers, Helm coached 
a national Coca-Cola All-American, three distinguished 
All-Americans, as well as five Academic All-Americans.
