Voting System 

NTCA voters rank the top 20 teams on their ballot. Each position has a designated point value, ranging from 32 points for first place and one 

point for twentieth place. The actual ranking position is determined by using the adjusted point standings (A.P.S.), which lists in priority order the 

total points a school has accumulated after the highest and lowest votes are dropped.
